The eminent French pianist has performed in almost every major concert hall in the world with leading International Orchestras in the UK, US, Canada, Europe, Japan, Australia, New Zealand and Latin America.  He was an exclusive Decca recording artist at the age of 17 and has won many prestigious awards including two Gramophone awards,  a Grand Prix du Disque and Edison Award for his interpretations of the Ravel and Saint-Saens concertos.   The recital will include works by Chopin, Debussy, Faure, Poulenc and Ravel.
