Violinist Arabella Steinbacher, a native of Munich, has firmly established herself as one of today's leading violinists on the international concert scene, performing with the world's major orchestras.   She has a diverse and deep repertoire, which includes more than twenty concertos for violin. In addition to all of the major concertos of the Classical and Romantic period, she also performs those of Barber, Bartók, Berg, Glazunov, Khatchaturian, Milhaud, Prokofiev, Schnittke, Shostakovich, Stravinsky, Szymanowski, Hartmann, and Sofia Gubaidulina's Offertorium.

Sartori has also sung in Chicago and Buenos Aires.  His future commitments, till 2014 include several project with the Staatsoper in Berlin conducted by Daniel Barenboim.
